Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary
T he Church celebrates today the Assumption of our Blessed

Mother into heaven. There are two important points for our

reflection today. First, the Assumption, like every other laudable
thing about Mary, is expression of God's grace. Second, the Assumption
reassures us about the destiny of the Christian: where she has gone, there
we too will go, if we persevere in grace till the end. Our souls and even
our bodies will be glorified with the glory of Christ. How was she able to
cooperate so much with God's grace? It was by faith. Remember the
CCC points out that faith is our response to God's invitation. She
responded by faith even when she did not know the full details of what
she was getting into. Thus Elizabeth declared about her: “Blessed is she
who believes that everything said by God will come to pass™ (Luke
1:45).
