Scriptural Reading: Dﬁ%’“gg‘

(James 1:9-20)
Temptations must not be confused with trials. Just like we

learnt yesterday, while temptation is from the devil, trial or test

is from God. The first is meant to pull us down while the
second is meant to build us up. God does not tempt us but he may
permit the devil to do so on demand. St. James teaches that, no
one should say when he is tempted, “l am being tempted by
God,” for God cannot be tempted with evil, and he himself
tempts no one (James 1: 13). Think of Job's experience. The devil
was jealous that Job could do what he, the devil, could not do -
worshipping God. You know the story and how Job pulled through.

So, why does God allow temptations? He just wants to demonstrate
that you belong to him. Always remember then that the walk of the
chick is never pleasing to the kite and so, be on the alert. God must
be glorified and not the devil.
