J ust like parts of the body complement each other, so God wants

us, individual believers, to complement each other. Elisha, the

great prophet of God did not have a place of rest and enough
food to eat while carrying out his ministry. This Shunamite woman
observed his regular and wearisome passage through their vicinity
and felt he needed some help. Being reverent of God, she filled the
gap in Elisha's tiring task by providing both shelter and food to ease
his burden. Guess what? The prophet expressed his gratitude by
praying God to give her a son she lacked.

“God has called us to complement, complete, and bless each other
so that each can be what he or she is created by God and recreated
in Jesus Christ to become”. None of us lives or dies to himself or
herself. We need one another to complete God's purpose for each of
us. If we devote our lives seeking and filling what is lacking in the life
of our neighbours the much we can, we would have fulfilled God's
purpose for us.
